Each House will be comprised of a number of Mentor groups – initially three Senior College groups and two Middle 

School groups. Mentor groups will be made up of about 15 students across year levels : 7 to 9 in the Middle School 

and 10 to 12 in the Senior College.  The Mentor groups will meet regularly.  They will provide a strong peer support 

structure across year groups and also serve as the administrative conduit between the College and its community. 

Students will still identify with either the Senior College or the Middle School. Initially five Mentor groups will form the 

one House. For example, McGregor House will be comprised of three Senior College Mentor groups and two Middle 

School Mentor groups. As we value tradition the Mentor groups will be identified separately by their clan names (i.e. 

Lamont) but also identify themselves collectively with their House name i.e. McGregor House. The names of the six 

longest serving Houses will be retained: McGregor, Stewart, Campbell, Cameron, Gordon and Douglas (see diagram). 

The other House names in use at the moment will be used to identify Mentor groups in the Senior College and the 

Middle School.
